Membership is open to any male, 
regardless of age, who can prove 
lineal descent from a man or woman 
who contributed to winning our 
country's freedom from Great 
Britain. The service does not have 
to of been military service. Civilian 
service, such as being a public 
official, paying a supply tax, sign 
oaths of support, or providing 
support to the military is included. 
Junior membership is available for 
those less than 18 years of age, and 
the “Family Plans” reduces the cost 
of membership after the 1st app.
